The Silver Shadow is set to become the final cruise ship to dock in the Port of Townsville in 
2005 when it arrives on Saturday, 17 December, from Cairns.

The announcement of the Ocean 
Terminal project has put Townsville on the cruising map with the number of visits to 
Townsville set to increase exponentially once the Ocean Terminal project is finished in 2009.

Shadow again. We welcome the passengers and crew of the vessel and wish them a very 
enjoyable day in our city.”
