AQIS pest alert
INTERNATIONAL vessels and cargo coming into Australia's seaports  represent a significant
risk of introducing new pests or diseases, including mosquitoes that can carry human and
animal diseases we don't currently have here.  

Diseases such as malaria, yellow fever, Japanese encephalitis or dengue fever cause death
and chronic ill health in many of the world's tropical and sub-tropical regions - and all are
spread by mosquitoes.

The Australian Quarantine and Inspection Service (AQIS) is working with Townsville Port
Authority and other agencies to manage and control mosquito vectors through monitoring
international shipping at Townsville Port.

Of particular concern is the Asian tiger mosquito, which could move south along the eastern
seaboard from Australia's tropical north to Victoria. AQIS inspectors monitor mosquito traps
within 400 metres of the airport, and regularly check vessels for breeding sites.

Among the milestones so far this financial
year is WMC Fertilizers celebrating its one
millionth export tonne per annum in
December 2003, and an unprecedented 
24-hour period of shipping. 

From midnight 7 December to midnight 8
December 2003, 17 vessel movements were
recorded. This is up significantly from the
average of four vessels per day and the
previous record of 12 vessels.

TOWNSVILLE Port notched another export milestone
when WMC Fertilizers for the first time loaded one
million tonnes of phosphate fertiliser in a year.

In December 2003, 25,000 tonnes of di-ammonium
phosphate fertiliser was loaded on the Pan Dynamic
destined for supplementing rice crops in Bangladesh. 

WMC’s General Manager of Operations in Queensland
Jeff Landels said the shipment was a key milestone

that generated A$6.75million export income for
Australia.

“This shipment is an important milestone for both
Port of Townsville and more than 400 direct and
indirect employees who have delivered to the plant’s
capacity over the year,” he said.

“In 2004 we are confident we can again deliver record
production and achieve export orders of well over

300,000 tonnes.”

Since the company began exporting from Townsville
in 1999 approximately A$270 million in export
revenue has been generated from WMC’s Queensland
business through Townsville.

During 2003 alone, the operations that produce
fertiliser at Phosphate Hill resulted in approximately
275,000 tonnes exported from Townsville.

Kagara kick-starts
first shipment 
from Townsville
THE first shipment of copper and lead
concentrates by Kagara Zinc Limited left
Townsville Port late last year.

The Parkgracht was loaded with 3,000
tonnes of copper concentrates trucked to
Townsville from the Mt Garnet Mine and
4,500 tonnes of lead concentrates
produced from Surveyor Mine at Balcooma.

The vessel departed Townsville Port for
China, where the cargo was smeltered.

Kagara will continue exporting these
concentrates from Townsville to China
every three months during 2004, in line

with the Company’s Off-take agreements.

Kagara Director Joe Treacy said Townsville
was the perfect location for the exporting
arrangement. 

“We decided to export from Townsville Port
because of its location, facilities and
proximity to the Mt Garnet Concentrator,”
he said.

Kagara has focussed its attention on two
deposits that it believed had the best
potential for early development – 
Mt Garnet and Surveyor part of the larger
Balcooma project.

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New trade waste policy
A NEW policy was developed to manage trade waste
discharged to the port’s sewerage system from
commercial and industrial businesses.

It aims to ensure non-domestic liquid waste generated
from industrial, commercial, business, trade or
manufacturing premises complies with the sewer
admission limits set by the port.

Under the policy, all port customers are required to apply
to Townsville Port Authority’s Planning and Environmental
Services for approval to connect trade waste to the
sewerage system.

Townsville Port Authority Planning and Environment
Manager Caryn Anderson said consideration would be
based on the amount and type of waste discharged.

“Approvals will fall into one of two categories based on
the volume and strength of waste discharged,” she said.

“The policy aims to provide an environmentally
responsible and cost effective system for port customers
whilst reducing pollution and encouraging waste
minimisation and conservation.”

Category one sees an annual approval issued to dischargers
of less than 250kL per year low strength waste, with
companies to be charged a flat rate annual fee.

Dischargers of more than 250kL per year with low
strength waste will fall under category two, with fees and
charges to be determined on a quantity charge based on
total annual flow.

Ms Anderson said the policy also outlined the
consequences of any breaches, and monitoring
undertaken by the Authority.

“Those found illegally dumping trade waste will be
responsible for paying sewerage system repair costs,”
she said.

“Emergencies may necessitate approval suspension and
action to prevent any trade waste discharge to the sewer.
A three stage process is also in place to resolve
breaches.”

She said site inspections and grab and flow composite
sampling would ensure prohibited substances, like
stormwater discharge, do not enter the sewer.

MORE than 400 Christmas cards received by
Townsville Port Authority employees will be
pulped as part of the Cards 4 Planet Ark
recycling initiative.

Organised by the Authority’s environment
department, the card collection is part of a
wider paper and cardboard recycling program
in action at the organisation.

Townsville Port Authority Planning and
Environment Manager Caryn Anderson said the
Authority was happy to be part of the nation-
wide card recycling campaign.

“We are always looking at ways to conserve,
recycle and help the environment so we are
pleased to support Planet Ark,” she said.

“We already have several paper recycling 
bins and encourage our employees to 
make use of these facilities, and participate 
in other environmental projects like 
Clean Up Australia Day.”

OUR ENVIRONMENT
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DECEMBER brought the busiest couple of days for
Townsville Port Authority’s Port Services Officers. 

From midnight 7 December to midnight 8 December
2003 17 vessel movements were recorded, up
significantly from the average of four vessels per day.

This bout of visits included 15 piloted vessels (where a
pilot was required to take the vessel in or out of the port)
and two non-piloted vessels. 

The quick succession began with tanker DA Qing 541
arriving from Singapore at 5.20am and ended with the

departure of American Highway at 10pm.

From midnight 8 December to midnight 9 December
2003 an additional 10 vessel movements were recorded,
again up from the average. 

Townsville Port Authority CEO Barry Holden said
increased shipping movements demonstrated the port
was a prominent gateway for commerce and trade.

“Townsville Port is Queensland’s third largest port, and
the increases are indicative of the port’s continuing high
performance and increasing trade,” he said.

“Although there is no single factor that can account for
the increased shipping, it does demonstrate Townsville
Port can easily accommodate increased vessel calls and
meet the changing needs of local industries.”

Mr Holden also praised the Port Services Officers, pilots
and tug operators who were on duty at the time.

“They have been very busy the last few days, but they
tackled the situation well and showed they are able to
work very efficiently and effectively in even the 
busiest times.”

TOWNSVILLE Port hosted two passenger cruise ships
in January.  The Silver Shadow and Columbus (pictured)
docked on January 17 and 26 respectively.

Townsville Port Authority Chairman Ron McLean said
Townsville would welcome more such ships if proper
facilities were established. 

“Although Townsville Port has a commercial shipping
focus, we do everything we can to accommodate
cruise ships that wish to visit our city,” he said.

“We are strongly pushing for an ocean terminal,
which will ensure dedicated berthing facilities for
passenger and military ships.”

Mr McLean said Townsville was already acknowledged
as a popular destination for military personnel on
leave and tourists.

“Townsville Port Authority is working closely with
Townsville City Council and Townsville Enterprise to
achieve an ocean terminal for the city,” he said.

“Representatives of each of these bodies visited the
Commander of the United States Navy Seventh Fleet, 
Vice Admiral Bob Willard, in Japan in November 2003
to promote increased US Navy visits to Townsville.”

Several cruise ships are expected to dock this year,
with P&O Cruises also announcing Pacific Princess will
visit Townsville early 2005.
